Nine representatives of the All Hazards Committee met on Tuesday, January 29, 2013 at 1:00 p.m to discuss future projects and elect officers.  After recapping the activities and accomplishments from FY2012, the Committee members discussed pandemic issues, training, and emergency exercises.  Following is a summary of the agreements made during this meeting.
Pandemic
The Committee members present agreed that we would continue monitoring and supporting pandemic issues.  The Committee will review the information Holly provided on the Continuity of Operations Pandemic Awareness exercise to see if it may be something we would like to host in the future.  The Committee will also review the interagency pandemic plan that was developed during the height of the HINI pandemic period to determine if it is still on target and what additions or revisions would be necessary.  Cindy Long, with the VA Medical Center in West Palm Beach will take the lead on this initiative.  
Training
We will host three-four training courses during FY2013.  The courses being considered include 
· Incident Command System Training: Primer for Executive level staff (April 2013)- provided by the Coast Guard;  
· Mission Essential Functions (June 2013), 
· Telework and its role in Emergency Preparedness Management (Sept. 2013); and
· Building Design for Homeland Security (Risk Management Series E/L 155/156)—FEMA will check to see if it will be available in an instructor –led version.
We will also continue marketing FEMA’s National Continuity Programs – Continuity Webinar Series.  The next webinar is Wednesday, March 6, 2013, 2:00 – 4:00 (EST). Exercises
Regarding an annual interagency exercise, the group agreed that since we no longer had the services of the FEMA contractor it would be difficult for us to plan, develop, and implement an interagency exercise this fiscal year.  The committee members agreed that this year the best course of action would be to piggy-back on exercises hosted by other organizations.  To that end,

· We will continue to market FEMA’s Emergency Management Institute’s (EMI) virtual tabletop exercise series available to all federal agencies free of charge. At a future meeting we will discuss whether or not we have the capability to develop our own exercise for FY2014.

Miscellaneous
The FEB provided committee members with information on GETs and WPS cards, Government Emergency Telecommunications Service and Wireless Priority Service, respectively.  Both are emergency phone services provided by the National Communication System (NCS) in the Department of Homeland Security.  They provide emergency access and priority processing in the local and long distance segments of the Public Switched Telephone Network.  It is intended to be used in an emergency or crisis situation when the PSTN is congested and the probability of completing a call over normal or other alternative telecommunication means has significantly decreased.

· Lt. Christopher Kimrey, 7th District Coast Guard, will check his schedule to determine if he can provide a 4 hour ICS workshop for the FEB in April 2013.

· Jaqui will check with OPM and/or FEMA to see if they can bring down a briefing or workshop on Telework and Emergency Preparedness.
· Lt. Kimrey will see if he has a contact with the planners of the Florida State’s emergency exercise and will assess whether that exercise is something that the FEB can make available to its members.
· Jaqui will continue to publicize the EMI virtual tabletop exercises to Committee and Board members.
· All Hazard Committee members will attempt to identify other exercises within their line of scope to see if they would fit our needs.
· Jaqui will provide the new Chairman with copies of minutes from meetings held last year.
· Jaqui will send out a list of all meeting dates for committee members to sign up for the date they will take notes and provide minutes.
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
